Old Business
· Paypal/non-profit status:  Non-profit account status for our Paypal account is still pending as is our federal non-profit status.  The board is currently working with Non-Profit Support Service in Eugene to get the federal filing finished.  They will be taking care of filing all federal forms and maintaining the non-profit status of the association.  Due to the fact that the Board will be changing members every year, the Non-Profit Support Service will also act as a permanent point of contact for any federal or state non-profit information.

· Gifts for CE Speakers:  Shiela presented the board with several gift packs from Harry & David that would be appropriate as a thank you gift for speakers coming to the Rogue Valley.  The Board agreed on the “Favorites Pack” as a standard gift basket, though other gifts may be considered for individual speakers depending on their preferences.  


· 2011 CE Meetings:  Shiela has been in touch with several possible speakers to give a joint CE and public meeting regarding hospice care and end-of-life services that can be offered by veterinarians.  She will finalize the dates (likely September of 2011) and report back to the Board once the speakers have agreed.  The current schedule for CE meetings includes Dr. Lee Cohen, Infectious Diseases (April), Dr. Susan Little, Parasitology (June) and Dr. Dawn Booth, Pharmacology (November).

Committee Reports
· OVMA Rep. Report:  Chuck will be representing the RVVMA as a member of the local disaster preparedness committee (OVER).  The main focus of this committee is currently on livestock quarantine and training on zoonotic diseases.  The committee will be discussing an organizational plan for small animal evacuation, housing and care in the case of a flood or fire.
The next OVMA meeting will be in early-mid April and will likely include a discussion regarding the future of the Wild West conference and potential changes to the conference sponsorship.

· Animal Welfare Committee:  Julie and Emily Talkington have been working with local soup kitchens to organize vaccine clinics for local homeless pet owners.  The Board discussed collecting donations for this project through the RVVMA as a non-profit vs setting up an additional non-profit organization or incorporating the vaccine clinics into another existing non-profit organization.  Julie will contact Pro-Bono, which is a non-profit organization in Eugene with similar goals, to discuss the situation and get potential suggestions on options for organizing the vaccine clinics and setting up a public information/donation website.
