Approval of minutes
	Minutes from the board meeting on March 8th, 2011 were read and approved by the Board.

Treasurers Report
	Treasurer Darla Jochum reported that the current balance in the RVVMA account is $12,325.82.  This total does not yet include the early registration fees received for the upcoming June CE meeting.  

Old Business
· Non-profit Status:  The RVVMA has officially received 501c3 federal non-profit status thanks to the assistance of Non-Profit Support Services in Eugene, OR.  The current fees to maintain this status will be $125/yr for NPSS and $50/yr to Oregon.  All IRS/state tax information will go through NPSS and any relevant info will be forwarded to the Board for review as needed.  Darla will file our E-postcard for the 2010 year on June 15th. 

New Business:

· June 12th, 2011 CE Meeting:  Steve will handle hosting and MC duties for this meeting with Dr. Susan Little.  Susan will purchase and send a thank you gift (approx. $50) after the meeting.  This meeting will be sponsored by Idexx Labs and Todd Allison will be present during the break to hand out materials and speak with attendees.

·  4-H Awards for Canine Clubs:  The local 4H Canine Club has requested a donation of funds to help pay for awards for kids involved in showing their dogs with the club.  The club members have to earn money for all the show ribbons/awards through donations, raffles and other fundraising efforts.  The Board agreed to a donation of $300.  (M/S Poet/Konecny, unanimous)

· Future CE Meetings:  The Board discussed future CE meetings planned for this year – Pain management in September, Clinical Pharmacology in November and possibly an Ethicon sponsored meeting later this year on suture materials.  Current sponsors for upcoming meetings include Nordic Naturals and Nutramax Labs.  The November CE and Annual Business meeting will be held at a new location – Twin Creeks Retirement Village.  The Board will decide after this meeting whether to continue at this new location or return to the Red Lion Inn.

· Service Award for Dr. McKiernan:  In honor of his outstanding service to the RVVMA over the past 3 years, the Board voted to gift $500 to Dr. Brendan McKiernan in the form of a Cabela’s gift card.  Dr. McKiernan has been a driving force behind the RVVMA and contributed greatly to the organizations’ development and management during his years on the Board.  (Poet/Konecny, unanimous) 

Committee Reports
· OVMA Rep. Report:  The OVMA President, Glenn Kolb, has offered to come down and speak to the RVVMA regarding local VMA organizations.  He has offered to share some of his insights regarding non-profit status, running a VMA, Humane Society partnerships, local spay/neuter programs and public education issues.  This may be arranged as a dinner meeting for the Board only or can be presented to the general membership in conjunction with another CE meeting (no CE credit).

The Humane Society of the United States (HSUS) has requested input from local VMAs regarding the confinement of production animals, especially poultry.  Legislation is currently being considered regarding limiting the amount of production animals that can be confined within a given area and the HSUS is looking for opinions from local VMAs regarding the impact on the industry.  The RVVMA has declined to submit a position on the issue as the association in general is not involved in the poultry industry.

· Animal Welfare Committee:  Animal Welfare Rep not present.
