Treasurers Report
	Treasurer Darla Jochum reported that the current balance in the RVVMA account is $13,464.95. Income from the June 12th CE meeting totaled $1,139.13.  

Old Business
· No Old Business items were discussed.

New Business:

· September 18th, 2011 CE and Public Meeting:  MC duties for these meetings will be split between Steve Poet (for the vet CE) and Tom Timmons (for the public seminar).  Sheila and Darla will handle host duties and the thank you gift.  Separate rooms will be set up for each seminar and they will run concurrently.  Public advertising for the Pet Hospice meeting will be through word-of-mouth, email/website, and announcements in the local newspapers.  An account will be kept at the meeting of the number of attendees and the method by which they learned of the meeting, so that we can better focus advertising for any future public education events.

· RVVMA Website:  Rob informed the Board that his staff member, Sherrie, is no longer able to manage the RVVMA website due to family obligations.  The Board was asked for volunteers to take over managing and hosting the website.  Secretary Kelly Pettinger volunteered to manage the website and will coordinate with Rob to transfer all domain/hosting responsibilities.

· SCAVMA-OLEADS:  The Student Chapter of the AVMA at OSU has requested that the RVVMA provide support for their upcoming Oregon Leadership Experience and Dedicated Service (OLEADS) on September 30 – October 2nd, 2011.  Financial support for this event will be largely donation based and will fund facilitators’ honoraria and travel expenses, food, beverages and printed materials for the event itself.  Sponsorship levels range from Bronze ($250 min) thru Platinum ($5000 and over) and allow for different levels of advertising during the event.  The Board decided that funds are not currently available to support this event.

· Merck Dinner Presentation:  Nate Peterson with Intervet has asked the RVVMA to co-sponsor a presentation with Merck Animal Health on tick related diseases and treatments.  We’ve been asked to send the flyer out to our mailing list and include the RVVMA on the advertising flyer as a co-sponsor of the event.  Merck will be handling all the costs of the event and it will be free to attend the CE meeting and dinner.  After discussing the pros and cons, the Board has decided not to co-sponsor this event as it is a company sponsored meeting/speaker.  The Board prefers to offer/sponsor CE meetings without corporate bias toward any group or affiliation (as much as possible).
